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PRODUCT STORAGE AND MAINTENANCE

1. Cleaning

» Before cleaning, make sure that the plug has been pulled out from the socket. Use
apiece of cloth that has been moistened with cleaner to wipe the main unit of
massage chair, and then use a piece of dry soft cloth to wipe it down.

A Caution

» Do not use corrosive cleaning agents like benzene or thinner to clean the
massage chair,otherwise, the color of upholstery will fade or the massage
chair fabric will crack and erode. Do not iron the upholstery.

2. Maintenance

» Make sure that the chair has been unplugged.
» Sweep off or vacuum off any dust. Keep the massage chair clean and away from
damp places.

A Caution

» Do not store the product in direct sunlight or in places with high temperature.
This may cause the color of the upholstery to fade.

3.Synthetic Leather and lining

» Please use a soft and dry cloth to clean the machine.

» Every two or three months, polish the lining with a clean cloth that has been
moistened with a cleaning agent, and then clean it with a dry and soft cloth after it
dried.

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INSTALLATION

How to Move the Chair
» Switch off and unplug the chair.

A Caution

Turn on power supply

» Plug the power cord into the socket.
» Switch on the power button located at the bottom right(if sitting in the chair)
of the armrest.

» Do not move the chair when there is someone in it.
» Do not use the armrest while moving the chair, only
hold the base and backrest.

» Before switching on the chair, please make sure the
power wire isn’t damaged.

» Make sure the power switch is off before the chair is
plugged in.

A Caution

Grounding instruction

This product must be grounded. Ifit should malfunction or breakdown, grounding
provides a path of least resistance for electric current to reduce the risk of electric
shock. This product is equipped with a cord having an equipment-grounding
conductor and a grounding plug. The plug must be plugged into an appropriate
outlet that is properly installed and grounded in accordance with all local codes
and ordinances.

DANGER Improper connection of the equipment-grounding conductor can result
in arisk of electric shock. Check with a qualified electrician or serviceman if you
are in doubt as to whether the product is properly grounded. Do not modify the plug
provided with the product if it will not fit the outlet, havea proper outlet installed
by a qualified electrician.

¢ Please put the massage chair on flat ground for use.

+ When removing power plug, please hold the head of the plug,
do not pull power cord.

¢ Please do not plug into a power source that varies from the
specified electric voltage, as this may cause a fire or damage
the massage chair.

+Before using, please check under the back cushion to verify
whether the backrest or fabric is damaged; if damaged, please
stop using this massage chair immediately, and contact your
local dealer for repair immediately.

¢ Please do not operate the controller with damp hands, and do
not put heavy objects on controller.

+Only people less than 2001b (90kgs) are acceptable.

+ Please do not use other therapeutic equipments together with
this massage chair.

+To avoid causing discomfort, do not use the massage chair
immediately after meals.

+ Do not fall asleep in the massage chair when the massage chair is
working.

Step 1:
Head pillow Light » Unpack the carton, carefully get out massage chair and all accessories.

Front: minimum 8in(20cm) in front of the chair or any obstacles;

In order to prevent signal interference, please keep at least 40in

(1 m) away from the TV, radio or other video or audio devices.
